Access to Campus Preparedness Assessment tool: Due to the sensitive nature of the Campus Preparedness Assessment tool, IACLEA has determined that it should be accessible only to bona fide campus law enforcement and public safety departments. Therefore, we must set up a login screen for members to access it, along with a set of instructions for nonmembers. Nonmembers will be asked to write a letter on departmental letterhead from the chief of the agency certifying that they are a bona fide campus public safety agency and providing contact information, including an email address. When IACLEA has verified that the requesting nonmember agency is a legitimate law enforcement department, IACLEA will mail out a generic nonmember password along with an IACLEA membership application.
