IACLEA Sponsored WMD Awareness Training

Frequently Asked questions

 

What is "Awareness Training/WMD” all about? 

This eight hour course is designed for all campus public safety personnel who might be called upon to respond to a WMD incident. Regardless of rank or job title, this course provides important, up to date information on WMD preparedness. There is no fee to attend the training. Upon successful completion, each participant will receive a Certificate of Completion and documentation for 8 hours of Continuing Education Credit from Louisiana State University. 
The course presentation includes the properties, the effects of, and the methods of delivery/dispersal of potential WMD weapons. It addresses priorities for protection of persons, environment and property during WMD incidents. Specifically, it includes discussion of procedures that campus public safety personnel can implement to protect themselves and others as well as describing decontamination procedures appropriate for WMD events. 
Who should attend this training?
 

Any campus law enforcement/campus safety personnel/first responder who is responsible for the protection of life and property.  Additionally, many campuses find that their facility management staff benefit from the training.  You may also invite police, fire, EMS and other pubic safety officials from the surrounding communities and campuses.  It is also a good idea to include you V.P or other people who have oversight of the campus public safety personnel. 
 Who provides this training?
 

The eight hour course was developed by the National Center for Biomedical Research & Training Academy of Counter-Terrorist Education at Louisiana State University in Baton Rouge Louisiana in cooperation with IACLEA.  LSU has trained and continues to maintain a roster of trainers who deliver the course

 

 Where do the trainers come from?
 

The trainers come from campus law enforcement/public safety departments located throughout the United States.
 

 How is the training funded?
 

The development of the curriculum, the training of the trainers and the direct delivery of the courses is funded through Federal grants awarded by the US. Department of Homeland Security, Office of Domestic Preparedness.  
 

How long will the training be available?
 

The current grant will provide direct delivery of the 8 hour course across the U.S. until the spring of 2006.
 

What is the training goal?
 

To provide approximately 500 courses of the first responder awareness course to train as many as 25,000 campus law enforcement and public safety officers.
 

Do I have to be a member of IACLEA to attend the training?
 

No.  The training is open to sworn, non-sworn, 2-year, 4-year, public and private institutions as well as K-12 school district police and security forces.  Private secondary schools are also eligible.
 

 How do I register for a course offering?
 

ALL REGISTRATION is done online at www.iaclea.org.  Contact the Project Director, Tom Hogarty at thogarty@iaclea.org for the student password to the registration site. 

Once you have the password go to the IACLEA Home Page, click on the "Awareness Training/WMD" button in the top left of the screen.  The next page displayed will show a listing of available courses in your area.  Select the course you want to attend and enter the password.  A registration form will appear.  Complete all required fields and submit.  If the registration is successful you will see a confirmation page.  That page contains all of the information you will need such as location, directions, meals etc.  Print that page for future reference.  
 

Can my campus/department host a WMD Awareness class?

Yes.  Any campus in the United States including non-IACLEA members can volunteer to sponsor/host a session.  
How do I volunteer to host a class?

All class hosting registration is done online.  Contact the Project Director, Tom Hogarty at thogarty@iaclea.org for the host registration password. One you have the password go to the IACLEA Web site at www.iaclea.org.  Click on the "Awareness Training/WMD" button in the top left of the screen.  Scroll down and enter the password.  A screen will appear.  Enter all required information and submit.  If the registration is successful you will see a confirmation appear.  Print that page for your records.  
What date should I choose to host my class?

The date and time of the class you host is completely up to you.  The only restriction is that the date must be at least six weeks beyond the date that you are entering the registration.  

What will it cost me to host a class?

There is no cost to the hosting institution.  

What is required of the host?

The host must be able to provide space for at least 50 students, Power Point AV equipment, adequate parking and identify a place where the attendees can purchase lunch.

The host is also expected to name a point of contact to work with the Project Director to help advertise the class offering.  The point of contact should offer the class to other campuses in the area as well as campus and local police and fire services.  In many cases the facility management staff at a campus are good candidates for the training. Campus management and administration can also benefit from the course. 

Who will teach the class?

Instructors for your class will be provided and arranged for by Louisiana State University.

What if I have my own LSU trained instructor on staff or at a nearby campus that I want to use?

No problem.  Just let the Project Director know and he will make the necessary arrangements.

Do the attendees get any type of credit for the training?

Yes.  Successful participants will receive 8 hours of Continuing Education Credit from Louisiana State University and a Certificate of Completion. 
 What else do I need to know?
 

Due to the sensitive nature of the material being presented, students will be required to present an official photo ID from their agency, or other appropriate documentation confirming their identity and job status on the day of training.
